My internship included all the usual duties, such as collating sales charts, co-ordinating mail outs, organising guest lists & sending out press tools such as bio’s, press releases, press shots and audio to be serviced to radio. 

Through demonstrating my organisational & communication skills coupled with a lot of hard work I was given tasks that surpass the usual expectations of an intern role. These included 

· Producing digital marketing reports for upcoming releases, including Paolo Nutini, Little Boots & Gallows. These looked at an artist’s online presence and the most effective digital channels to develop their online presence. Primarily focused on social media.
· Co-ordinating from scratch all the tour promo for The Subways recent tour, including agreeing requests with management, confirming time, dates and locations with the local affiliates & supplying legal contracts for filming.

· Collating the weekly email newsletter; this updated international territories on the current activity of UK Warner Artists. This included a complete re-design, which garnered universal positive feedback from recipients.
